PERUVIAN SOCIAL REALITY

Theory hours: 04 Weekly hours.

ABSTRACT
The course aims to get students in close proximity with Peruvian social reality, locating its main problems and conflicts, and clarifying questions about the present in relation to the most significant social processes. Without aspiring to conduct a specialized assessment of each subject, this course seeks to present the student with the main economic, social, cultural and political problems, offering an analytical perspective of the reality conglomerate.

THEMATIC APPROACH
The course presents Peruvian Social Reality starting by the main social actors, the institutional frame in which it is developed and the challenges faced. Actors, institutions and challenges cannot be understood but from the deep changes experienced, particularly since the second half of the 20th century. The fall of the oligarchical regime, demographic transition and migration, the relationship between field and city, the existing multiple expressions of discrimination (ethnic and race, cultural, gender), informality and the new forms of representation and participation, both social and political are part of this dynamic and complex reality. The 20th century presents -with its corresponding continuity and interruptions- new scenarios for tension and social transformation (social movements, globalization, information society, social conflict, multiculturalism, etc) which will be the object of our analysis and reflection.
