It allows students to identify the main vulnerabilities and potentialities of the Andean-Amazon basin, (including Hispanic countries and Brazil), emphasizing Peru: it also promotes a reflection on the process of seeking development of the Andean territories and Amazonian, with emphasis on the efforts and strategies made by international and national institutions, in the framework of climate change and the 2030 agenda.
