	Students who major/minor in political science, and who are interested in international political economy.

	Course Description & Goals
	This course provides an introduction to the study of international political economy (IPE). It examines both theoretical issues and policy debates. The course focuses on the political foundations and consequences of the contemporary international economy. The theoretical framework of the course emphasizes the role of interests and institutions in shaping the relationship between politics and economics. Topics of this course include the role of international economic institutions, state and societal approaches to international trade and international monetary relations, the role of multinational corporations, and opportunities and challenges of globalization and development. The purpose of this course is to improve your theoretical understanding of IPE as well as to improve your critical thinking and communication skills in studying and debating current IPE issues.

Upon completion of this course, you should be able to accomplish the following activities:
* Understand major theoretical concepts of IPE
* Evaluate current IPE events and debates critically from theoretical stances
* Make political and economic arguments with clear supporting evidence
* Organize and present your arguments and findings in both oral and written formats

	Course Requirements
	All students are expected to read the required weekly reading before the class to familiarize themselves with the theoretical backgrounds and terms. 

On Tuesdays, the instructor will give lectures for an hour on assigned weekly topics. On Thursdays, there will be short lectures at the beginning and then group presentations afterwards. Each group should prepare to talk about the contemporary IPE issue of its choice that is related to that week’s course topic. The presentation will be about 20 minutes and the group will lead the class discussion regarding the issue. 
The list of the randomly formed group members will be posted on YSCEC during the first week of the course and students will be asked to choose one topic for their group by the first weekend of the semester. 

Students are also required to submit a 10-page group research paper on the same issue by the end of the semester.

Students have to upload a 1-page summary of the required weekly reading on YSCEC. Each student should submit at least 10 summaries throughout the semester.
