Objective:

The student will develop these competences: (1) define and describe the evolution of the Mexican political system
from the Constitution of 1917 to the six-year period that the course takes place, (2) identify its elements and
characteristics, (3) distinguish the political, social and economic processes, as well as the actors that intervene in the
last century. The objective is to apply the tools for political analysis in order to interpret the causes and possible
solutions to the contemporary problems of the country. There will be a link between theory and practice, with academic
and journalistic readings; so that theoretical knowledge can be used in current events, so that you have the
indispensable bases to recognize, what is Mexican politics and how does it manifest itself. These competences will be
measured through the oral and written expression of a current Mexican political topic.

Learning outcomes:

Based on the exploration and understanding of the current political situation in Mexico, the students:

a) Identify and know the historical context in which the Mexican political system is created.
b) Identify and know the elements and characteristics of the Mexican political system since its birth and its changes.

According to a general vision of contemporary Mexican politics, students:

¢) Research and follow up on a topic, actor, process or problem of the current Mexican policy of interest, analyzing
it critically and proposing, if necessary, in an informed manner, a solution.

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7. Program’s flexibility: The program may be modified depending on the professor criteria, according to the student
interest for some topics or lectures. Any modification will be notified with at least one class of anticipation.

8. Guidelines for the student evaluation:

The student evaluation consists in a constant effort during the course, handing in homework, teamwork advances, two
partial exams, presentation and final research, as well as a final test for the ones that did not show an advance during the
semester towards their final work. There may be a surprise exam, counting as a homework. The homework must be
delivered online or impress, which are summaries or reflections about the class topics.

Reflections about the lectures and the class topics, 2 pages.

Quizes. Small exams to measure your knowledge of the class topics. A quiz is a simple test of the contents f a
topic, for lectures, videos, movies or class topics. These may be applied as a surprise based on the professor
criteria, counting as a homework. These will apply in case a student does not conform to the guidelines established
by the teacher and the students, which may be taking out the cell phone to chat, using Facebook on the computer,
or other application that is not of the course.

Partial exams. There will be two partial exams in the whole semester; the professor will decide the date. The
topics will be the ones seen in class, lectures, videos, discussions and any other in class. There may be multiple
options or ideas to develop.

Final work advances, requested by the professor.

Final work and group presentation. In groups of 3 persons (the same that will preséntate the final research),
you will present a final exposition of your research during the whole semester. Advances of the written work
will be requested periodically. The final presentations must be less than 20 min. and the written work must not
exceed the 12 pages (the cover page does not count), works that exceed this number will not be accepted,
presentations exceeding the time will be penalized. NO WORKS DELIVERED OUT OF THE
ESTABLISHED DATE. Every team will perform an inside evaluation between its members, considering:
punctuality on the deliveries, contributions and the significance to the work, fulfill their function in the team and
work coordination.

The topics to select are about: some historical issue such as the EZLN, the #yosoy132 movement, or the movement
with justice and dignity, etc., as well as some policy of the new government agenda established by President-elect
Lopez Obrador, such as: (1) forums of peace, (2) new rules to the federal public administration, (3)
decentralization project, (4) science and technology, (5) the airport, (6) conservation and environment (water
decrees), (7) educational reform, (8) security and justice, (9) new composition of the government, (10) legalization
of drugs, (11) ...
