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This class is for students who have learned more than 50 kanji
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You learn how to organize kanji and vocabulary to continue learning Japanese.
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The purpose of this course is to enable learners to learn and select kanji learning methods.
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Materials will be given out in PDF format. Please bring a kanji dictionary to class.

An electronic dictionary is useful for this class.
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Prepare, review and homework will take more than 60 minutes every class.
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homework (word-map + My kanji * kanji in daily life)
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In this class, students are required to moke a presentation in simple Japanese.
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Since this is the kanji class, there will be no grammatical explanation in details during
lessons.
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Students are required to attend a minimum of 2/3 of the course to receive course credift.
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Lateness: Arriving after the scheduled start time of the class will be counted as
lateness.
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Absence: Being late (or leaving class early) 3 times will be counted as one Absence.

Being late by 30 minutes or more will be classed as an Absence.
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There’ s no textbook used for this class. There’ s no set curriculum regarding kanji and
vocabulary instruction or acquisition.
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Classes will be held online. You need to upload your worksheets (files) and your photos

to Waseda Moodle and submit them.
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This class will be held on days of the week or periods when they are supposed to be held in the
classroom. We will use ZOOM or Collaborate.
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You will need to share your screen, turn on video and microphone, and talk with your classmates.
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Before class time: access to this class page on Waseda Moodle, where you will find the URL for
Z00M or Col laborate.
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0-15 minutes: Sharing information with your classmates.
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[5-30 minutes: Explanation from your teacher.
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30 to 90 minutes: Download “in-class assignments” and “homework” for self-study.
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In-class assignments must be turned in by 6:00 p.m. on that day.
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Homework is due before the next class.
