· Course Description: 
The course starts with some basic micro and macroeconomic models searching for the
determinants and consequences of migration. Then it goes on towards some specific fields of

recent migration flows. Finally the migration flows within the European Union will be analysed,

from different points of view. Selected papers for each topic will be presented and discussed by

students. 
Each session consists of introduction to the issue, theoretical analysis, empirical evidence, policy
conclusions and general discussion on the theme.
· Expectations and Requirements

There are three course requirements: 
-The course consists of 14 modules. All students are supposed to sign up for one module/theme. Each module has three subsections: Theory, empirics and policy. 
Graduate Students
a) Graduate Students are required to hold a presentation (20 minutes) .Presentations are based on but not limited to the paper of the related module (from the reading list). Students are expected o reflect on the theme, present their ideas on the issue instead of summarizing the selected paper.
b) Graduate Students are required to hand in a term paper (10-12 pages). The papers for the presentations will be assigned according to your preferences. The indication period to let us know your preferences is from 10.02.2014 to 28.02.2014. Students who have applied successfully for the course may send an email to secilelitok@sabanciuniv.edu and give 3 papers in order of preferenctie from the reading list which he or she wishes to present in the course. By date, the students will be informed about which paper he or she will present in the course. I will try to give everybody their first preference; only in case of interference, papers will be assigned randomly and by preference order. Term Papers are due in one week time following the class presentation. Term papers are needed to be written under the supervision of the instructor. They may include a case study, compare countries, reflect on a new data set, test an hypothesis etc. In the light of class discussions papers are expected to bring new arguments in an academic framework.
c) Graduate Students are required to take a final exam. The exam will consist of 14 questions, one question devoted to each module. Students are expected to answer 2 out of 14 questions. The first question will be from the module that the student presented in the class and wrote the reflection paper on. The second question will be from the remaining 13 modules and students are free to answer whichever they choose.
