COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course will introduce students to Drawing and partly to Painting principles and techniques in order to communicate the personal creative ideas. Course is based on the research and present historical and contemporary examples of visual arts. Different stages of the design process (thumbnails to finished design) during the development of the  group project will help in understanding of the unity of the  different elements of visual arts. 
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
· To establish the skills of observation and creative drawing.

· To communicate an interpretation of personal observation and using the creative thinking to create the body of personal works. 
· In the end of the course student is expected to acquire a keen sense of shape, measurements and  proportions, perspective, lighting, textures and volumes. `

· Student is expected to learn how to manage different formats, how to assemble a composition and treat it as the unity of elements. 
· This class also allows student to become familiar with different graphic techniques, to use the specific professional vocabulary in the field of visual arts.

· Depict a broad range of subjects in figurative and abstracted representational manner

· Assemble a basic portfolio, artists’ documents that can be maintained and updated for promotional usage and application purposes such as grants, commissions and juried shows.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Drawing is a physical and mental act, so energy and concentration will be required.  We’ll have new drawing assignments in class daily. There will also be slide shows, critiques, and homework assignments.  Expect to spend at least two hours drawing outside of class each week.  Homework drawings will be due one class day from when they are assigned unless specifically stated otherwise.  

GRADING

Grades will be based on quality and quantity of work, as well as participation (in critiques, discussions, and class in general) and improvement. Each drawing must be kept, signed with student’s name, registration number and date on the verso side.

ATTENDANCE

MATERIALS LIST 

Art supplies required for the drawing class:

1) A4 size sketchbook for drawing, at least 40 pages, spiral binding (makes it easy to flip the pages). Heavy weight paper, not less than 100 g/m2 (grams per square meter).

2) A3 size sketchbook for drawing, 10-12 pages, spiral binding, (makes it easy to flip the pages). Heavy weight paper, not less than 120 g/m2 (grams per square meter).

3) Set of pencils: H2, HB (regular pencil), 2B, 4B, 5B, 6B. 
4) Rubber eraser. You cannot use small eraser attached to the pencil.

5) Indian ink or black micron pens of different thickness 
6) Sharpener with a container.

7) Paintings of your choice: poster paints, watercolour paints, acrylics 

8) Oil pastel 

9) Colour pencils or watercolour pencils

You will submit all scanned work in one folder as a link to OneDrive folder. Scanned images should be saved in JPG format, with 150 dpi (dots per inch) image resolution.
