In the
second part, major political economic institutions and policies will be analyzed: property rights, stock
company, fair trade act, taxation policy, election law, commercial code reform, welfare policy, etc. This
part, which focuses on policy politics and institutional change, can offer diverse and controversial
reinterpretation of the conventional wisdom regarding current policy issues. The concluding part aims to
stimulate theoretical and philosophical debates on the pathway for Korea to take beyond the debates of
eeconomic institution and policy.
